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Palawan Island lies on the southwest of the Philippine archipelago and is just north of Malaysia’s Sabah
Island. It consists of 1,769 islands and islets divided into three major groups: the Calamian Island group to the
north; the Cuyo Island group in the northwest; and the Balabac-Bugsuk group in the southwest. Palawan’s
capital is Puerto Princesa.

Palawan is known for its white sand beaches, magnificent landscape, rainforests and fishing villages.
The province has several sites which attracts divers from various parts of the world. More importantly,
Palawan’s attraction lies in the presence of marine and wildlife in the island.

The Puerto Princesa Subterranean River National Park, a UNESCO World Heritage Site, has recently
been declared as one of the New 7 Wonders of Nature. It features a spectacular limestone landscape with one of

the most impressive cave systems in the world and contains an 8.2 km long underground river that flows directly
to the sea.

TENTATIVE ITINERARY

Day 1 - Manila-Puerto Princesa

Depart Manila for Puerto Princesa in Palawan. Proceed to a tour of Puerto Princesa. Visit the
Palawan Wildlife Rescue and Conservation Center (also known as the Crocodile Farming
Institute), Mitra’s Ranch, Baker’s Hill, Puerto Princesa Coliseum, Puerto Princesa Bay, Plaza
Cuartel, Immaculate Concepcion Cathedral and Iwahig Prison and Penal Farm. Check in at the
hotel for overnight.

Day 2 - Puerto Princesa Subterranean River National Park

Breakfast at the hotel. Set sail for one of the New 7 Wonders of Nature, the Puerto Princesa
Subterranean River National Park, also known as the Underground River. It is about 2 hours
drive going to Sitio Sabang, Brgy. Cabayugan, Puerto Princesa City. This park features a
spectacular limestone karst landscape with an underground river. One of the river’s
distinguishing features is that it emerges directly into the sea, and its lower portion is subject
to tidal influences. The area also represents a significant habitat for biodiversity conservation.
The sites contains a full ‘mountain-to-sea’ ecosystem and has some of the most important
forests in Asia. Lunch is included in the tour. Return to the hotel for overnight. (B/L)

Day 3 - Honda Bay Island Hopping

Breakfast at the hotel. Fish jumping in the sea, giant sea turtles, the golden sun and gleaming
sand - all these as you island hop from Snake to Pandan Island and the running tour of other
islands with their shallow reefs and picturesque shores. Return to the hotel for overnight. (B/L)

Day 4 - Puerto Princesa-Manila
After breakfast, check-out of the hotel and return to Manila for your next destination. (B)
